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FIELD ACTIVITIES SCHEDULED FOR FY 04

1. All fieldwork was completed in FY 2003.

ACTIVITIES COMPLETED DURING JANUARY 1, 2004 – APRIL 13, 2004

1. Joe Connell of Knoxville, TN completed the GIS work, construction of land use maps, and the site location map. The County of Mobile Revenue Commission and the MAWSS were contacted—additional information was obtained for Joe Connell.

2. A report outline has been constructed for the water quality/ecology WRIR. It has been decided that the modeling project will be written up as a separate WRIR rather than merged with water quality/ecology WRIR. 

3. Ann McPherson has completed 14 tables and 14 figures for the report. The figures have been sent to the illustrator, Jeff Corbett, and the tables have been sent to Kay Hedrick in Raleigh, NC for review and editing. The figures include the site location map, land use maps, piper diagrams, stiff diagrams, continuous monitor data, fecal indicator bacteria, and wastewater indicators. 

4. Ann McPherson contacted Sharon Watkins, a statistician from the Nevada District, who assisted with the statistics on the Birmingham Watershed Project. Sharon offered recommendations and guidance with respect to the grouping of stations in the statistical analysis (Tukey Multiple Comparison tests (MCT) and Kruskal-Wallis test) planned for the Threemile Creek Project. Callie Oblinger agreed with Sharon Watkin’s recommendations. 

5. Amy Gill is working on the data analysis for the benthic invertebrates and algal community. She will be computing metrics using the IDAS and ADAS software. She has contacted Tom Cuffney with concerns about ADAS and how to create input files that mimic the BIO-TDB format. Greg Loy is helping to construct these files using taxonomic information gathered during the MOBL NAWQA. She also contacted Jonathan Kennen and asked him to be a reviewer on the biological sections.

6. Richard Moreland has rerun the MCT’s and Kruskal-Wallis tests with the station groupings suggested by Sharon Watkins. Annual load computations have been completed at Ziegler. Instantaneous loads have been completed at the other sites, except for US 43.  Preliminary tables have been completed for load regression summaries and loads and yields. 

ACTIVITIES PLANNED FOR APRIL – JUNE 2004 

1. A rough draft of the report will be prepared and distributed for technical and editorial review. Callie Oblinger will be the lead technical reviewer and Doug Harned will serve as a secondary technical reviewer. Amy Gill has asked Jonathan Kennen to review the biological (algal and benthic) sections of the report—no answer has been received. Becky Deckard will make editorial comments on the report. We hope to have the first draft completed by May 15, 2004.

2. Mark Dickman has been asked to write the introduction, description of the study area, and description of the sampling sites. He will be added on as the fourth author if he completes this work.

3. Amy Gill will be attending the workshop, “Ecological Relations with Water Quality”, in Denver, May 4-6. Tom Cuffney and Jonathan Kennen will also be attending and Amy hopes to share initial results and discussion with them at that meeting.

4. Richard Moreland will be attending the 2004 National Monitoring Conference in Chattanooga, TN, May 17-20. Richard plans to attend the special sections on trend and load analysis.
